	Ranging from tough, lyrical ballads like “Always Come Back” and “Stillwater” to rural rockers like “Red Dirt Roads” and “Under the Radar,” Ranger Motel brings forth all the best qualities of Red Dirt music, wedding the joyous exuberance of back-porch picking to solid, emotional lyrics, blending in influences from Tex-Mex to Woody Guthrie. Along for the ride is rock ‘n’ roll and Tejano legend Augie Meyers, whose keyboard work on Ranger Motel often recalls his days with the Sir Douglas Quintet and Texas Tornados, while still sounding as fresh as ever.  Two other major rock ‘n’ roll veterans, drummer Jim Karstein (Gary Lewis and the Playboys, JJ Cale) and blues-harpist extraordinaire Jimmy Markham also make knowing contributions, as does Steve Ripley, head of the multiplatinum-selling alt-country act the Tractors, who engineered and produced the disc (with the Rangers) in Leon Russell’s former Tulsa studio.
